1. Knowledge and understanding of the rules of the game.  

2. Communicate efficiently and promptly with the Sports Director. 

3. Communicate efficiently and promptly with the team families. 

4. Attend coaching meeting/clinic, if possible. 

 

PRINCIPAL DUTIES AND RESPONSIBLITIES 

1. Be prepared with equipment and on time to practices and games, with a 

practice/game plan. 

2. Follow Youth Sports standards. 

3. Understand that safety of players, coaches and parents is of utmost concern. 

4. Teach the children the fundamentals of the sport.  

5. Never ridicule or yell at a child for a mistake =remember positive coaching. 

6. Involve players’ families in practice and games.  

7. Provide strength and leadership for the children and their families. 



8. Work closely with the YMCA to develop our youth and build a stronger community. 

9. Conduct yourself in a positive manner at all times =positive role model. 

10. Be responsible for the behavior of yourself, your team and your families. 

11. Wear the required coaches’ shirt at ALL games and/or all dress code policies at the 

Cole Center Family YMCA. 

12. Help your players develop character and build leadership skills.
